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M.Ed. programme of University of Lucknow is conducted by its Faculty of 

Education. In addition to M.Ed., this Faculty runs a one year B.Ed. and two year M.A. 

(Education) course. Faculty is equipped with modern facilities and infrastructure of research 

(for Ph.D. & D.Litt) in Education. The teachers of the Faculty are known for conducting and 

supervising research on various aspects of Primary, Secondary, Higher and Teacher 

Education. The University Grants Commission has included the Department of Education in 

its Special Assistance Programme (SAP) for the thrust areas: 'Indian Philosophy' and 

'Elementary Education'. The Faculty is gaining recognition as resource center in these areas 

and conducts national level seminars, workshops and colloquia. Because of Institute of 

Advanced Studies in Education (I.A.S.E.) status, the Faculty at times, conducts orientation 

programmes and refresher courses for elementary and secondary teacher educators, 

secondary teachers and school principals in various concepts and practices of Education. Due 

to these achievements, the Faculty has raised itself to a special status amongst the 

Departments of Lucknow University and has also come in the frontline of the University 

Education Departments and Teachers Training Institutes of North India. 
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Points to be noted: 

1. M.Ed. programme is devoted to preparation of Teacher Educators. Duration of this 

course is one academic session divided into two semesters of four and a half months 

each. Admission to this course is done on the basis of M.Ed. Admission test conducted in 

accordance with the rules and regulations of Govt. of U.P. and National Council for 

Teacher Education (NCTE). 

2. M.Ed. is a full time, professional, highly theoretical and research oriented course 

involving a variety of activities aimed at preparation of teacher educators. Trainees are 

expected to put in very hard work. They often remain busy throughout the session. 

Therefore, M.Ed. is not allowed as a part time course and trainees are not allowed to do 

any other course or job with this programme. Students are required to put in at least 75% 

attendance. 

3. All M.Ed. trainees are required to go for educational excursion and stay at any place, 

University/Institute or city of educational importance, generally outside U.P. for about 10 

days. Individuals who are not fit for this Educational tour or due to some reason are 

unable to go on tour and stay outside are advised not to apply for admission to 

M.Ed. This study tour is an essential part of M.Ed. and counts for the final M.Ed.
