In any country, the judiciary plays the important
role of interpreting and applying the law and
adjudicating upon controversies between one
citizen and another and between a citizen and the
state. In a country with a written constitution,
courts have the additional function of
safeguarding the supremacy of constitution by
interpreting and applying its provisions and
keeping all authorities within the constitutional
framework. An arbiter is, therefore, required to
scrutinize laws to see whether they fall within the

allotted legislative area of the enacting legislature

India has a unified judicial system with the
Supreme Court standing at the apex and the High
Courts below it.

It is the supreme interpreter of the
constitution and the guardian of the people’s
Fundamental Rights. It is the ultimate court of
appeal in all civil and criminal matters and the
final interpreter of the law of the land, and thus
helps in maintaining a uniformity of law
throughout the country.
