RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR VARIOUS COMPETITIONS

General rules

 The decision of the judges will be final and binding.
 Judges reserve the right to disqualify any act, which is hazardous to life and against

public policy, i.e. decency, mortality etc.

1. Rangoli Competition - Organizers: Visual Arts Club

 Rangoli will be based on the theme of the mini fest.
 Maximum Duration permissible: 1:30 hrs.
 Team Size Permissible: 3-4 students.
 No materials will be provided by the organizers. All participants have to bring their own

materials.
 One help persons is allowed.

2. Photography Competition - Organizers: Innovations Club

 Every photograph has to be ORIGINAL. This implies that no editing or downloading is
allowed by using the internet or specialized software applications.

 Every photograph must bear the time stamp as an evidence of the time duration in which it
was taken, since only those photos which are taken in the time duration (announced on the
spot) will qualify for the contest.

 Every   participant should select BEST 5 photographs to submit for the purpose of judgment.
 Every participant must carry a pen drive for transferring the pictures.
 Ethical practices must be taken care of while taking pictures. No rule or law (eg.  Right to

Privacy) be violated. In case of any violation, the participant will be solely responsible for the
same.

 Every picture needs to be innovatively captioned to explain the idea or background of the
moment.

3. Cartoon Making - Organizers: Visual Arts Club

 Cartoon will be based on the theme of the mini fest.
 Maximum Duration permissible: 1:30 hrs.
 Maximum Team Size Permissible: 1 student (Individual Event).
 Drawing paper will be provided.
 No other material will be provided by the organizers. All participants have to bring their own

materials.

4. Treasure Hunt - Organizers: Dramatics Club

 Participation in team of 03 persons

 Game based of clues

5. Extempore - Organizers: Debating Club

 03 min for thinking and 03 minutes to speak.
 Topics on the spot.
 Maximum Team Size Permissible: 1 student (Individual Event).



6. T Shirt Design competition - Organizers: Visual Art Club

 It’s a solo event,
 T Shirt should be traditional cotton, which shall be plain and white/black in colour,
 Participants are required to bring their own materials like T Shirt, fabric or acrylic paints,

glitters, brushes, mixing plate, pencil, pen, eraser, board, water, water container and any other
equipment. The organizers will not provide these things,

 Your design can be on the front of the shirt only,
 Using any kind of digital media during painting will lead to disqualification,
 Participants can use any decorative things to decorate their T Shirt,
 Use of ready-made stickers is strictly prohibited,
 Participants shall not be allowed to use any photographs for reference,
 Any sort of tracing or copying is not allowed,
 Duration of the competition shall be of 2 hours,
 T-Shirt Judging Criteria:
1. Concept Effectiveness: Does the design successfully represent and communicate the theme

(10 points)
2. Concept creativity/originality: How original is the concept of the design?               (05 points)
3. Completeness: Does the design look professional and well-polished? (05 points)
4. Visibility: Is the shirt eye-catching and visible? (05 points)
5. Total Possible Points (25 points)

(T Shirts will be returned back to the participants except the prize holders. The cost
of the T Shirt will be reimbursed to prize-holders).

7. Creative writing - Organizers: Literary Club

 Maximum Duration permissible: 1:00 hrs.
 Language: English or Hindi. Mixing of languages will not be allowed.
 Maximum Team Size Permissible: 1 student (Individual Event).
 Maximum Word Limit: 300 words

 Topic will be announced on the spot but will be in the purview of the theme.

8. Poetry Recitation - Organizers: Literary Club

 Self-composed hand written poem (mini fest theme based) will have to be submitted prior to
competition for assessment of authenticity.

 Maximum Duration: 3 minutes,

9. Mehandi competition - Organizers: Visual Art Club

 Maximum Duration permissible: 1:00 hrs.
 Maximum Team Size: 1student (Individual Event)
 No materials will be provided by the organizers.
 All participants have to bring their own materials.



10. Dumb Charade - Organizers: Dramatics Club

 Language: Any one, English or Hindi.
 Team Size Permissible: 4 students will make a team.
 Theme: Bollywood and Hollywood movies

12. mono act - Organizers: Dramatics Club

 It can be a mime or a soliloquy.
 Language: Both English or Hindi.

 Maximum time permissible: 03 minutes

13. SOLO Singing Competition - Organizers: Performing Arts Club

 Maximum Duration permissible: 03 minutes.

 Only non-filmy /Bhajan/Ghazal/ Semi Classical/Western Classical songs will be allowed.
 Two accompanists will be provided.
 Duration of the song shall be up to 3 minutes maximum.
 Judgement will be made on the qualities  of -

1. Swara
2. Taal
3. Selection of Song
4. Composition

14. SOLO Dance Competition - Organizers: Performing Arts Club

 He/she can choose any ONE of the Indian Classical Dance forms to perform.
 Time duration for each performance is a minimum of 3 minutes and a maximum of 5 minutes.

 Participants will be marked on the basis of the following-
1. Expression
2. Costume
3. Clarity of mudras and postures
4. Choice of music

15. Musical instruments Competition - Organizers: Western Beats Club

 Time duration for each performance is a maximum of 3 minutes,

 University shall provide only Drum kit, Tabla and Synthesizer,

 For Guitar, Flute, Dholak entries, candidate has to carry his/her own instruments,

 One candidate can give not more than two entries,

 Other relevant information/guidelines to be announced at the time of event.
