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online summer training to students

He also extended the training
platform to around 2,000 stu-
dents and over 50 universities, col-
leges and institutions to join in the

online summer internship.

Bansal congratulated the
organisers for creating the unique
training concept and stressed on
developing the entrepreneural
skills of students. The Institute of
Tourism Studies, through its alum-
ni association, initiated a corpo-
rate social responsibility (CSR)
platform where the online train-
ing is being arranged for the stu-
dents for a period of one month.
The training will be imparted by
over 35 knowledge partners con-
stituting of tourism organisations,
stalwarts, tourism boards, hospi-
tality sector, MICE sector and
allied sectors. Each student will be
given certificate at the end of the
session.
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
