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LU to open hostels from July 1,
says will take care of students

LU will be the first major state
university in the capitaltoopen
its hostel post lockdown

Officials of the university
administrationmeton Thursday
to plan the new arrangements
that would be put in place as hos-
tel opens. The university has
announced to hold exams from
July7.

Chiefprovost Nalini Pandey,
whowas present inthe meeting,
said, “Wehaveworkedoutaplan
to make arrangements of the
facilitiesthat will beinplace.”

The committee has also
drafted a list of guidelines that
will be shared withstudents. The
guidelines include procedures
for sanitization, social distanc-
ing and monitoring of health of
students who will returnto hos-
tels from different parts of the
state,

“The hostels will be sanitized
thoroughly before they openand
weareaimingat sanitizingthem
onceinevery 24 hours. Arrange-
ments will also be made to take
temperaturesof studentsand to
ensurethat they maintain social
distancing,” said Pandey.

Theuniversity hasasked stu-
dents to reach hostel a week
before their scheduled exams.
The students will have to come
with mask, gloves and sanitisers.

The Lucknow University has
a total of 17 hostels of which
seven are for female students.

Close to 3,000students live in
these hostels. Most of the rooms
are on double occupancy while
the rest accommodate one stu-
dent per room.

“We have planned tocall stu-
dents to hostel in a phased man-
ner and provide them as many
rooms aspossible,” Pandey said.

“Arrangements are also being
made for students to take their
mealssafely in the mess. We will
take care of them like our own
children,” sheadded.

Meanwhile, students have
raised concerns over the deci-
sion.

“Students in my hostel come
from variousdistricts. They will
arriveviapublic transportandl
don’tknow how willtheuniver-
sityensurethat thestudents who
willarrive from different places
tonot get infection,” said Shyam
Singh, a final year student, who
lives in one of the hostels.

Several other students too
have raised similar concerns.
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
