aw remains the most

sought-after  subject
amongst students seeking
admission to Lucknow
University for PG courses. The
data released by LU shows that
there have been 2,077 applica-
tions against 60 seats for the
two-year LLM course. Even in
LLB, 4,273 applications have
been received against 320 seats.

The university is offering
five-year integrated course and
3-year Bachelor’s programme
in Law. Media spokesperson
Durgesh Srivastava said Law
has always been the subject of
preference, more so in present
times. “Humanities have always
been the first choice for those
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appearing for Civil Services
exams while Law has also
gained importance because of
multi-national firms requir-
ing consultants for legal issues,
as also corporate law firms
coming up. Besides, the tal-
ended ones can make a mark as
advocates. It also helps in judi-
cial services exams,” he said.
He pointed out that a well-
known magazine had placed
the Law department of LU at
the 10th spot amongst law
institutes in the country. Other
courses which have attracted a
large number of applications
include regular and self-
financed MCom. Against 100
seats in regular and 80 in the
self-financed MCom, LU has
received a total of 1,177 appli-
