Lucknow: After Prof BK
Shukla, the Lucknow Univer-
sity lost another doyen of
Sanskrit, Prof Ashok Kalia,
80, who succumbed to Co-
vid-19on Sunday.

Both Prof Shuklaand Prof
Kalia had last attended the in-
auguration of Abhina- _
vagupt Institute of
Aesthetics and Shaiva
Philosophy on March
23, after which at least =
10 LU professors gotin- |
fected. Two of themha- | &
ve died while five are
critical. Atleast 20 LU profes-
sors have been infected so far
in the second wave of corona-
virus pandemic.

Prof Kalia was the former
vice-chancellor of Sampur-
nanand Sanskrit University
(SSU), Varanasi, and former
head of LU’s Sanskrit and
Prakrit languages depart-
ment. Prof BK Shukla (58),
who passed away just five da-
ys back, was a student of Prof
Kalia.

Prof Kalia was tested posi-
tive to novel coronavirus on
March 28 and was admitted to
Dr Ram Manohar Lohia Ho-
spital.

Prof Kalia’s son, Anshul

Kalia told TOI: “He was ad-
mitted to Lohia Hospital on
March 31 and his condition
was critical since then. My
father was an internationally
known Sanskrit scholar and
late Prof BK Shukla was his
PhD student. He was writing
his 21st book and was plan-
ning to publish it. Now, I will
fulfil his this dream.”

worldwide for academic
excellence. His exemplary re-
search works made a mark in
Sanskrit fraternity not only
inIndiabutalsoabroad,” said
Pawan Dixit, associate pro-
fessor at Rashtriya Sanskrit
Sansthan, Lucknow.

He said Prof
Kalia believed in simple li-
ving and never bragged about
the work he did in the field of
Sanskrit.
