Last year, the state
government had directed uni-
versities to assess the final se-
mester students throughan ex-
amination conducted in onli-
ne, offline or a hybrid mode
while all first and second-year
students were promoted on the
basis of Internal evaluation
and performance in the previo-
us semester.

LU had subsequently pro-
moted all first and second year
students, while the examina-
tions of final year were held in
offlinemode.
