The Lucknow University released its green audit report on Monday.
Green audit is a process of systematic identification, quantification,
recording, reporting and analysis of the components of environmental
diversity of various establishments. LU spokesperson Durgesh Srivastava
said the green audit report was compiled by M/s Earth Protection Group
Environmental Consultant Pvt Ltd (EPGEC), a leading consultant in the
field of environment, under the guidance of its Managing Director Dr
Nelesh Agarwal and Executive Director Dr Rajeev Kanaujia and team
members of the university under the guidance of Prof Amita Kanaujia
on the direction of the Vice Chancellor University Prof Alok Kumar Rai.

He said the LU had been making efforts to keep its environment clean
since its inception. “For the past one year, the LU has been at the fore-
front of environmental initiatives, including the plantation of 26,000
saplings on January 26, starting three new gardens, etc. In the same series
of efforts, the present green audit report deals with some of the major
objectives such as flora and fauna documentation and with suggestions
to further improve it, monitoring of energy consumption, and assessment
of quantity of water conservation and lastly organic and solid waste gen-
eration and management,” he said.

As per the report, in LU (Old Campus), the total water consumption
is 877.46 KL/day. Quantity of sewage waste generated via domestic activ-
ities is 790 KL/day. The entire waste water is being treated by Bharwara
STP through nagar drain and no treated wastewater is recycled or reused
on the campus. The main source of electricity is six power connections
from Lucknow Electricity Supply Administration (LESA) maintained by
the works department. Total number of electricity units consumed by the
university is 50,92,213 units and 12,72,856 units by solar panels. “Solar
power system of capacity 1000 KW has been installed at the old campus.
The entire solar power system is operated by HFM Solar Power Limited.
After installation of the solar power system, the university saved around
five lakhs units per month as well as reduced carbon dioxide CO2 emis-
sion,” the report states. The 100-year- old campus of LU has a rich biodi-
versity. “The campus has a rich diversity of flora as well as birds and but-
terflies. More than a hundred species of trees are present on the campus.
