After every year (two semes-
ters), there will be an option
for thestudents toexit, takea
break and join after a gap to
complete the course.

Depending on the dura-
tion of the course studied, a
student will get certificate,
diplomaor adegree.

“This means that even a
year’s study will not go was-
te. A student will getemploy-
ment despite leaving the co-
urse midway. The new struc-
ture also involves massive
open online courses,” said
dean, students’ welfare, Poo-
nam Tandon.

“Currently, astudent gets

2 lakh students from the next academic session

a degree only after comple-
ting a three years’ course.
Dropping midway means no
benefitatall,” sheadded.

In the first four semes-
ters, a student will be allo-
wed to study the core sub-
jects of her/his cholce along
with the electives from anot-
her stream, besides vocatio-
nal courses, internship and
co-curricularactivities.

However, the last two se-
mesters will be dedicated to
thorough study, research
and specialisation on the co-
re subject opted by the stu-
dent. NCC and NSS will also

beapartof thecurriculum.

“The idea is to open the
minds of the students by ex-
posing them to a wide range
of subjects through classro-
om teaching, projects and
practical, vocational trai-
ning, co-curricular activiti-
es and internship, thereby
helping them develop criti-
cal thinking and employabi-
lity skills,” said LU vice-
chancellor Prof Alok Kumar
Rai.

Explaining the key diffe-
rence between current cour-
se structure and the propo-
sed four-year course, dean,

thus giving wings to the ima-
gination, dreams and abiliti-
esof students.”

“Earlier, a student had to
drag with three subjects of a
stream-arts, scienceorcom-
merce - through three years,
but now subject combina-
tion will allow an arts stu-
dent to learn commerce or
science subjects, besides in-
tegrating classroom and vo-
cational education. While
studying core subjects, a stu-
dent may also develop skills
like photography, museolo-
gy, rural and urban cartog-
raphy, food processing, tribal
art and hospitality etc,” he
added.
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
