skipping Common Min Syllabus

Lucknow: Unlike otherstate
universities, Lucknow Uni-
versity may not implement
the Common Minimum Syl-
labus (CMS) In its present
format drafted by the higher
educationdepartmentforthe
next academic session that
begins in September.
Barring the education fa-
culty, all faculties - arts, scl-

ence, commerce and law - ha-

ve rejected the CMS descri-
bingitas inferior to the sylla-
bus currently taught in LU
and against thespiritof NEP,
which mandates more auto-
nomy to universities —tode-
sign their syllabus as per the
social, geographical and in-
dustry requirements.

LU’s faculty of education
has approved the CMS but it
cannot be implemented be-
cause the arts faculty has sa-

id no to the draft. Dean, edu-
cation, Prof Tripta Trivedi
sald CMS has content for fo-
ur-year integrated bachelor
of education (Bed) course -
dual degree course combi-
ning BA and BEd or BSc and
BEd. However, it 1S not being
taught at LU or its affiliated
college at present, she added.

“We have given the accep-
tance that if in future, LU in-

troduces BEd Integrated co-
urse, we will Incorporate
CMS after modifying as per
the guidelines of the Natlo-
nal Council of Teachers Edu-
cation,” she said. At present,
LU offers the conventional
two-year BEd course.

Prof Trivedi said educa-
tion as a subject is also offe-
red along with various sub-
ject combinations at the un-

dergraduate level In the arts
faculty. “Ourboard of studies
has approved CMS for BA co-
urse with small changes, but
it can be implemented only if
other subjects of arts faculty
are also within the same
framework or structure,” she
added.

The higher education de-
partment had asked state
universities to include at le-
ast 70% of the CMS’s content
in their syllabus in April this
year. However, as reported by
TOI, LU’s arts and science fa-
culties rejected the CMS fol-
lowing stiff opposition from
theteachers.

Recently, the commerce
and law faculties had also re-
jected it.

Dean, commerce, Prof RK
Maheshwari, said, “Com-
merce faculty has three de-
partments — business admi-
nistration; applied econo-

mics,andcommerce. The tea-
chers of the first two
departments rejected the
CMS In the faculty board me-
eting stating that it has ‘defl-
clencies’ and important to-
pics that offer greater emplo-
yablility to students have be-
en given a miss. The
commerce department said
vocational courses prescri-
bed In the CMS cannot be
taught at the colleges due to
lack of infrastructure.”

Dean, law, Prof CP Singh,
said, “We have to follow the
syllabus of the Bar Council of
India and national law scho-
ols tomake our students com-
peteat thenational level.”

Lucknow University Tea-
chers Association has also
opposed CMS and conveyed
the same to deputy chief mi-
nister Dinesh Sharma, who
is also education minister
and a professor in LU.
