She said the students who
have their exams scheduled
from July 15 may return from
July 10 and those who have
exams scheduled from August
1 may come back from July 20.

“We will be following all
the Covid guidelines laid down
by the Government of India,
particularly those regarding
the lockdown period.

They must maintain social dis-
tancing and if they have symp-
toms of any kind, they should
leave the hostel premises only
after seeking permission from
the provosts and return before
7 pm,” she added.
