Lucknow: The Lucknow Uni-
versity has received the hig-
hest number of applications
for admission to its undergra-
duate courses for the academic
session 2021-22 in atleastadeca-
de, data of which is available
with the TOIL.

Teachers attribute the spi-
ke tothereluctance of students
tomoveoutof thecity for studi-
es amid pandemic, coupled
with the fact that this vear’s re-
sults of most of the secondary
education boards have been al-
most 100% . Besides, the univer-
sity is also offering more op-
tions/combinations of sub-
jectsascompared to the past.

LUisamongthefew univer-
sities in the country which has
implemented National Educa-
tion Policy-2020 (NEP) that of-
fers vocational subjects as well
as entry/exit options, thereby
helping students to plan their
careers in a more organised
manner, teachers added.

According to the admission
data released by the university
on Sunday, LU received 48,022
application forms for UG cour-
ses, about 8.5% more than last

than 2019 and 2018. The huge
jump in 2020 was mainly becau-
se of Covid-19 concerns. Earli-
er, LU had been seeing an incre-
ase in the number of applica-
tions, but it was always less
than 30,000. LU offers admis-
sionto4,123 UG seatsof BA, BA

(Hons), BSc, BCom, BCom
(Hons), BCA, LLB (Integrated),
BVoc, BVA and BFA.

LU had adopted centralised
admission process last year.
Though only about two dozen
colleges have opted for the sy-
stem, many applicants chose
LU because of the ease of app-

lying for multiple institutions
through one application. Also,
this year, the application win-
dow remained open for almost
five months, the longest period
sofarduetodelay inthesession
because of pandemic. As a re-
sult, applicants got more time
tosubmit forms.

“The pass percentage of
students in all boards is almost
100% . Hence, many candidates
may have applied for LU as a
backup option fearing their
chance to lose admission in
other institutions like Delhi
University and Mumbai Uni-
versity which have high cut-
offs,” said a retired professor
who also served as the LU’s ad-
mission coordinator. “Since
LU is conducting entrance

tests, those candidates who ha-

ve scored low will get another
chanceto get the subject of the-

ir choice, which they might ha-

ve missed in other universities
with high cut-offs,” he added.
Dean, academic, Prof Rakesh
Chandrasaid, “LUhas been ab-
le to brand itself by scoring
high inacademicrankings due
to better placements, quality
research and teaching. We are
also thefirst toadopt NEP”

Lucknow: Despite hit
by the corona epidemic
in the academic session
2020-21, Lucknow Uni-
versity has received re-
cord number of applica-
tions for admission from
students all over India.

The university has
seen arecord 7,30,084 ap-
plications for the session
21-22 compared to 63,944
for 2020-21 which isa 14.3
per cent increase in the
applications.

The 2020-21 session
had seen 44,252 applica-
tion forms received for
courses at the under-
graduate level and 19367
applications were re-
ceived at the PG level.
For the 2021-22 session,
LU has received 48,022
applications for UG
courses with a growth
rate of 8.5 per cent and
24,397 applications have

been received for post-
graduate  programs
with a growth rate of 26
per cent. At the same
time, diploma and cer-
tificate courses also
registered a growth rate
of more than 104 per
cent as 665 forms were
received against 325
forms for the academic
session 2020-2021.

In LU: 14% rise in number of
students seeking admission

LUCKNOW : The University of
Lucknow (LU) has received a
huge number of applications
from students seeking admission
to various undergraduate, post-

graduate and diploma courses

for 2021-22 academic session.
This is one of the highest num-
ber of applications received by
the university ever, claims LU
administration.

This year, the university has
received a total of 73,084 admis-
sion applications which is an
increase of 14.3% as compared to
the last session. In 2020-21 ses-
sion, the university had received
63,944 applications.

Last year, a total of 44,252
application forms had been filled
at the undergraduate level and
19,367 at the postgraduate level.
This year, 48,022 applications
