“PostGraduate Entrance
Test (PGET) will be of 90 mi-
nutes in which 100 objective
type questions will have to
be answered by the candida-
tes. There will be no negati-
ve marking. Every question
will be of two marks each,”
saidLUadmissioncoordina-
tor Prof Pankaj Mathur.

The seating arrangement
will be done following Co-
vid-19 safety norms and no
candidate will be allowed
entry without mask. Only
transparent water and sani-
tizer bottles will be allowed.

Lucknow: Around 32% of
candidatesskipped the Luck-
now University Undergradu-
ate Entrance Test for Bache-
lor in Elementary Education
(BEIEd) and BSc (Mathema-
tics) held on Wednesday.

Many candidates appea-
ring for the BSc entrance test
sald they found the paper to-
ugh while majority of those
appearing for BEIEd said the
entrance test was easy.

In the BEIEA test held in
the morning shift, 1,342 can-
didates were scheduled toap-
pear butonly 915didwhile 427
candidates (32%)skipped it.

In BSc (Mathematics),
7,229 candidates were to ap-
pear but just 4,988 came and
2.311 were absent.

“Algebra, geometry and
calculus questions were real-
ly tough and lengthy. Only
those who have done a good
practice and revision of
class XI and XII syllabus will
be able to score well,” said
BSc candidate Akashdeep.

versity (LU) administration
announced the schedule for the
post graduate entrance test
(PGET) to be held from Septem-
ber 6, on Wednesday.

“The entrance exam will have
90 questions of two marks each
that will have to be completed
in 90 minutes. There will be no
negative marking,” said
Durgesh Srivastav, LU spokes-
man.

The university administra-
tion has asked candidates who
have filled wrong information
in their entrance form to make
corrections by writing to the
administration by Friday, Sriv-
astav added.

LU received a record number
of 24,397 applications for PG

[.U PG entrance exam
schedule announced

admissions this year. The num-
ber of applications is 26% more
than last year. The PGET will
continue till September 13 and
will be held in two shifts.

Meanwhile, the undergradu-
ate entrance exams have
already started from August 25
at the university. The exams are
being held offline on the LU
campus.

“We are following Covid-19
protocols in the exam halls.
This is being done by limiting
the number of candidates in a
hall, making arrangements for
proper santisation, and asking
candidates to maintain social
distancing,” Srivastav said.

LU has offered admissions in
over 6,000 seats mostly of UG
and PG courses this year. The
university has received over
72,000 applications for admis-
sions on these seats.
