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LU semester 1 PG classes likely from Nov end

Lucknow: If all goes well, Luck-
now University (LU) will begin
semester I classes of its 41 post-
graduate (PG) courses by the
month end.

After the third round coun-
selling for allotment of seats in
various courses got over on Tu-
esday, candidates desirous for
admission were directed to sub-
mit fees by November11.

It will take at least two weeks

for all the formalities before
classroom teaching can start.
This year, the session of the first
semester has been delayed by
about five months.

LU offers PG in about 41 sub-
jects. Altogether, there are aro-
und 3,900 seats in these courses.
The classes of semesters 11-VI
began in July as per the acade-
mic calendar. However, the ad-
mission process of PG semester
I - which normally is completed
by June end - got delayed this ye-
ar because of the restrictions
imposed during the second wave
of the pandemic.

The distribution of applica-
tion forms began in August and
entrance tests for various cour-
ses were held in the first two we-
eks of September.

The plan was to begin semes-
ter I classes soon after Diwali,
butsinceanumber of seatsinva-
rious PG courses remained va-
cant even after two rounds of co-
unselling, the admission pro-
cess took another week to comp-
lete.

Now, candidates who have be-
en allotted seats will have to re-
portwithoriginal documentsfor
verification, which is expected
to consume one more week.

Thereafter, classes are expec-
ted to start.

LLU spokesperson Durgesh
Srivastava claimed, “Varsity has
almost finished with the PG ad-
mission and the classes of first
semester will begin shortly.”

Explaining why seats in so-
me courses remained vacant, a

senior faculty member said that
although sessions of all univer-
sities and colleges have been de-
layed due to the pandemic, the
admission process has stretched
longer.

As aresult, many candidates
took admissions in other institu-
tes fearing that if they fail to get
into LU, their entire year will go
waste, headded.

Meanwhile, the delay in the
start of classes has left candida-
tes, whohad opted for seatsin the
first round, apprehensive about
their future.

“Six months delay will im-
pact our future studies and care-
er because we won’t be eligible
for competitive examinations
conducted by various agencies
that follow July-June the acade-

mic calendar,” said Ashutosh
Singh, acandidate.

Anothercandidate, Prashant
Srivastava, said that academic
sessions of all the education in-
stitutes across India were delay-
ed,but LU’'s delay is longer. “Iam
worried that in a bid to cover the
delay, syllabus will be covered in
a short period, which many stu-
dents may find difficult to follow
andlearn,” headded.

LU officials, however, said
that session will be regularised
by holding extra classes and su-
spending vacations.

“We havedecided to continue
classes even in winter and sum-
mer vacations, so that syllabus
can be completed on time witho-
ut putting extra burden on stu-
dents,” they added.
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
