Sweep 73% Of Medals; 1 Girl Bags 13 Golds

Lucknow: Girls have swept
around 73 % of themedalsup
for grabs in the list declared
by Lucknow University.
Girlshavenotonly won more
medals but also bagged more
individual gold medals.

While LU had awarded 15
medals during the convoca-
tion held on November 26,
the remaining 168 medals
will be conferred to the meri-
torious students at the de-
partment level. Of the 168
medals, 122 (73% ) have been
bagged by girls and the rest
46 by boys as per the final list
released recently.

Lavi Shukla of MSc
(mathematics) has topped
the chart winning 13 gold
medals, the maximum. MA
(Ancient Indian History)
student Sanya Gupta and
Abhay Dwivedi of LLB (3

years)jointly bagged the sec-
ond spot with seven medals
each. MSc (physics) student
Sarika Srivastava has won
six medals.

Students have Dbeen
awarded for scoring the
highest marks in their re-
spective departments and
faculties at undergraduate
and postgraduate levels.
Some students got multiple
medals since there are sever-
al medals constituted in the
name of former students,
faculty and officials in their
respective departments.

All winners said that the
medals were a reflection of
the growth of the country. “I
want to do something for
girls’ education. I aspire to
become a civil servant and
it’s my dream to serve the
education sector,” said Lavi.

Abhay said, “I want to
make a career in cyber secu-

rity law so that I can make
people aware and save our
country fromcyber threats.”

“Our country has numer-
ous historical buildings that
need restoration and promo-
tion toturnthem into tourist
attractions.
