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Rules & Guidelines for Events 
 

Creative Events 

 
RANGOLI 

• Participants have to bring their own material. 

• Teams must have a minimum of 2 and a maximum of 5 members. 

• The time limit is one hour. 

• It should be based on the theme. 

POSTER MAKING 

• Participants should bring their own material. 

• The time limit is one hour. 

• It should be based on the theme. 

SLOGAN COMPETITION 

• Participants should bring a coloured A4 Sheet. 

• The time limit is 30 minutes. 

• Slogan should be self-composed. 

• It should be based on the theme. 

• Language: Hindi/English 

RECREATE WITH WASTE 

• Participants have to bring their own material. 

• The material should not be purchased material. 

• The time limit is one hour. 

• It should be based on the theme. 
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Literary Events 

 

SPEECH COMPETITION 

• The time limit is 3 to 4 minutes. 

• It should be based on the theme. 

• Language: Hindi/English 

• The content should not be political or should not hurt anyone's sentiments.  

POETRY COMPETITION 

• Poetry should be self-written. 

• The time limit is 2-3 minutes. 

• It should be based on the theme. 

• Language: Hindi/English. 

• The content should not be political or should not hurt anyone's sentiments.  

Extempore 

• The topic will be provided on the spot. 

• Participants can speak in both Hindi and English. 

• The maximum time limit to think over the topic is 30 seconds. 

• The time limit to speak on the topic is one minute. 

• Participants cannot carry any material during the speech. 
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Cultural Events 

 

DANCING 

• Performance should be based on the theme. 

• Solo, group or duet entries are invited for dancing. The judgement for solo, group or 

duet dance will be done 5separately.  

• The maximum no. of participants for group dance is 4. 

• Time limit 2-3 minutes. 

• Songs should be submitted by the participants before the event. 

• The dressing should be appropriate and should justify the theme. 

SINGING 

• The song chosen must be of Lata Mangeshkar.  

• Solo, group or duet entries are invited for singing. The judgement for solo, group or 

duet singing will be done 5separately.  

• The maximum no. of participants for group dance is 4. 

• Time limit 2-3 minutes. 

• If a performer wants to use any instrument or instrumentalist, he/she will be 

allowed the same.  

ACTING 

• Performance should justify the theme. 

• Time limit 2-3 minutes. 

• A team can have a maximum of 5 participants.  

• The content should not be political or should not hurt anyone’s sentiments.
