om. A flying squad will be
sent by the respective nodal
officer for a surprise inspec-
tion.

More than 1.25 lakh un-
dergraduate students of LU
will take the first-semester
examination at more than
100 centres in the state capi-
tal and four other districts. It
would be the first UG exam
after implementation of the
New Education Policy 2020 at
the UG level and extension of
LU’s jurisdiction from Luck-
now tofourotherdistricts.

The examinations of BA,
BSc and BCom beginning
from March 29 will continue
till April-end. All the exami-
nations of B.Sc first semester
will be held in afternoon shift
from March 29 till April 21

from 2pm to 5pm. Exams of
B.Com first-year students will
commence from March 30 till
Aprillland that of BA first ye-
ar from March 29to April 2.

“LU released a detailed
examination schedule with
centre list on its website
www.lkouniv.ac.in on Satur-
day. Students can download
it through the website,” said
LU spokesperson Durgesh
Srivastava.

He said that for the first ti-
me, students of more than 300
affiliated colleges in Sitapur,
Lakhimpur Kheri, Hardoi
and Rae Bareli will appear for
the exam.

Lucknow: Over three dozen
students of Lucknow Univer-
sity qualified the Graduate
Aptitude Test in Engineering
(GATE), a national-level ex-
amination that tests the com-
prehensive understanding of
various undergraduate sub-
jects in engineering and sci-

ence.

The test results are used
for admission into master's
programmes and jobs in pub-
lic sector companies. Since
last year, GATE is also being
conducted for humanities

subjects.

LU students who secured
top ranks were Amit Kumar
of sociology department with
all India rank (AIR) 3, Om
Shukla of statistics depart-
ment with AIR 56 and Ashish
Prajapati of computer scien-
ce engineering with AIR 325.
