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Paragliding LU student sings his
way into India Book of Records

Lucknow: Divyansh Kumar,
an MBA final year student of
Lucknow University, made
an entry into India Book of
Records by singing and play-
ing the guitar at a height of
8,000 feet in Naukuchiatal in
Uttarakhand.

Divyansh, 21, who sang,
“Luka chuppi bahut hui, sa-
amneaajanaa, Kahan kahan
dhoondha tujhe,Thak gayi
hai ab teri maa...”, dedicated

his feat Lata Mangeshkar, In-
dia’s most celebrated singer
who died in February this ye-
ar.

“I have been trying to ma-
ke this record since last
March. Twice it couldn’t hap-
pendue torain, once the pilot
refused to fly the team and
twice I had to cancel the plan
duetoCovid-19andacasualty
inthe family,” said Divyansh,
who made the record in the
combined category of cultu-
re and adventure.

“Iam asinger and a guita-
rist, whileIwasabouttoleave
for a trip to Nainital I sear-
ched afewparaglidingvideos
for knowledge. While I was
searching, I came across a vi-
deo in which a boy was sing-
ing and playing guitar while
paragliding,” said Divyansh
Kumar.

“Later, I found out that till
now no record of singing
while paragliding has been
made by someone of my age,”
he added.
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Divyansh Kumar Srivastava (21) of the University of Lucknow’s Department of Business
Administration created an India Book of Records in two categories: cultural and adventure.

He made a record as the first and only “person to sing on guitar while flying.” He is the only student
to achieve this feat in the University of Lucknow's 102-year history.
