He said that staff and fa-
culty development programs
will be organized with the
support of each other.

“Wearecomingupwithan
incubation facility for our
students who will get support
from IIM faculty to gain lea-
dership and management
skills for realizing their start-
updreams,” hesaid.

1IM-I director Himanshu
Rai said, “Apart from nurtu-
ring talents of LU students,
IIM-I will also work on colla-
borativeand consultancy pro-
ject work with LU

He said we will be allo-
wing LU students internship
stints with IIM-I faculty.

“Students selection will
be based on certain parame-
ters determined by the joint
selection committee of the
Lucknow University and
IIM-1. Also, we will work to-
gether on entrepreneurship
development and incubation
centres,” he added.
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
