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No entrance for 8
PG courses at LU

Lucknow: The Lucknow Uni-

versity will not conduct ent-
ranceexam foradmissionsin-
to eight PG courses for 2022-23
academic session as the num-
ber of applications received
for the same is less than the
number of sanctioned seats.
Official sources said cour-
ses for which the university
received low applications are
mostly from Arts. Hence, tho-
se applied for the courses will
getadmissiondirectly.
Lowest five applications
were received for Master in
Acharya, which has 20 seats.
For MA in Women Studies, to-
tal nine applications were re-
ceived as against 30 seats. Be-
sides, the university received
19 applications against 60 se-
ats of MA in Business Econo-
mics, 17 against 30 seats of
Linguistics, 15 against 30 se-

ats of Persian, 11 against 10 se-
ats of MA in French and 19
against for 30 seats of MA in
Arab Culture. Besides, there
were 37 applicants for MSc in
Journalism and Mass Com-
munication, which has total
40 seats.

“Entrance will not be con-
ducted for subjects in which
the number of applicants is
less than the number of seat-
s.Theuniversity will allow ad-
mission for all regular cour-
ses despite low applications.
However, self-finance courses
will run only if the number of
applications received is 60%
of the total seats, else those
will be discontinued for the
academic session,” said ad-
mission coordinator Prof
Pankaj Mathur.

According to experts, the
university received low appli-
cations as the subjects don’t
have good job opportunities.
