"At present we have 47
doctors enrolled in MPH co-
urse-- 2 MBBS, 25 BDS, 7
BAMS and 13 BHMS. All the
doctors are ready to serve
their institution," said LU
VC Prof Alok Kumar Rai.

He said LU will be the
firstuniversity in the count-
ry where a dispensary of
students will be run by the
students.

“All doctors enrolled in
the course have volunteered
for the cause. A schedule
will be prepared in which
doctor students will have an

hourly shift at the dispensa-
ry. LU will make arrange-
ments for equipment and fa-
cilities,” headded.

A BHMS and at present
an MPH Sem (I) student Dr
Tanuj Purwar said: "There
is no better place like this to
apply medical knowledge
for public health.”

Lucknow: Lucknow Uni-
versity will start certifica-
te courses in spirulina al-
gae(anediblemicro-algae)
cultivation and counsel-
ling and guidance from the
next session.

The zoology depart-
ment will offer a course on
cultivation of spirulina al-
gae, which is rich in prote-
inand highly demanded by
foreign countries, while
the psychology depart-
ment will start a course on

counselling and guidance.

“We are aiming not on-
ly to offer a course that is
new and from an emerging
area but also that helps wo-
men, especially those fa-
cing financial challenges,
to learn something in a
short duration and create
their own employment op-
portunity. A certificate co-
urse in spirulina algae cul-
ture will meet the purpo-
se,” said zoology head prof
Mohd Serajuddin.

He said the algae has
72% protein and is expor-
ted by India to European
countries where it is used
in bakery items and ice

creams in powdered form
to meet the protein requi-
rement of children.

Simple and cheap tech-
nology can help rural wo-
men to cultivate spirulina
at home, requiring little
space and investment. In
the six months certificate
course complete training
and knowledge about the
algae will be given, he ad-
ded.

“It can be a successful
business initiative. One
can start a small-scale unit
with minimum labour. Al-
gae has a very high micro-
nutrient content that can
be produced locally,” he ad-
ded.

The psychology depart-
ment will offer a certifica-
te course in counselling
and guidance. “Psycholo-
gy students have been de-
manding a course in coun-
selling for a long. Counsel-
ling and guidance involve
the processof helpingindi-
viduals discover and deve-
lop their educational, vo-
cational and psychological
potentialities and thereby
achieve an optimal level of
personal happiness and so-
cial usefulness,” said psy-
chology faculty Manini
Srivastava.
