executive council meeting to
be held soon. “LU’s clearance
committee has approved over
a dozen degree colleges. The-
ir land-related records have
already been verified and the
colleges will be granted final
approval in the executive co-
uncil meeting and thereafter
they can invite admission for
the academic session 2023-
34,” said LU spokesperson
Durgesh Srivastava.

He said that only after the
assurance that these colleges
have a good infrastructure
and adequate facilities the
approval has been granted.
The opening of new colleges
will provide more options to
students who are looking for
admission in professional
and law courses, he added.
