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LU to

introduce 1-year

PG course under NEP

Lucknow University will be
implementing a one-year
PG programme under the
New Education Policy 2020.
Vice-Chancellor Prof Alok
Rai said that the NEP imple-
mentation was progressing as
per plans.

“We had started the NEP
implementation with nine co-
curricular and nine vocation-
al courses. Last year, the num-
ber stood at 35 vocational and
28 co-curricular courses. We
are gradually improving while
taking care of the minutest
things and looking into the
requirements of students, and
taking into consideration the
variety of students,” Prof Rai
said.

“The flexible entry/exit
has already been implement-
ed. This year itself, we got a
couple of students who opted
out in UG. The figure may be
small but the facility is now
being availed by students.
Credit-based curriculum has
already been designed in the
meantime,” he said.

“We started our UG pro-
Eramme in 2021-22, so the

atch that is going to come out
in 2025 will avail of this one-
year PG course. It is for them

only. There will be certain
conditions too for availing of
this course, and the student
must have a cumulative grade
point average (CGPA) of 7.5,
he pointed out.

LU is likely to be the first
university to implement this
PG course. “The four year UG
course was not implemented
in many of the central univer-
sities when we we started it in
2021-22. This year we will
have students wKo opt for the
fourth year of UG for the first
time. In 2025, these students
will pass and become
eligible for the one-year PG
programme. For this,
we are in the final lap because
the entire syllabus will have to
be restructured,” he
added.

Regarding the challenges
EP implementation, he said
the issue was its acceptance
amongst the various stake-
holders.

“Since this is a new thing,
not many people are aware.
We will have to see what the
fate of this one-year PG pro-
gramme is. The number of
students opting for the fourth
year UG programme will
determine the fate of this
one-year PG programme,” he
added.
