Lucknow: Our New Education Policy
should prioritise tolerance and inclusi-
vity, aiming to nurture ideal citizens un-
like “self-centered consumerists” in the
West, postulated Dr Krishna Gopal, the
additional general secretary of Rashtri-
yva Swayamsevak Sangh (RSS), on Fri-
day. He further said that Indian spiritua-
lity should be the core of our edu-

Speaking at the National
Summitof Institutional Leaders,
Dr Gopal criticised the Western
“fostering societal
fragmentation and transforming
individuals into consumption-driven
machines”. He stressed the need to revi-
ve the spirit of India's ancient knowled-
ge systems. “We must recognise the dif-
ference between ‘India’ and ‘Bharat’.
While ‘India’ reflects the Westernnotion
of fragmented, intolerant nations, ‘Bha-
rat’ represents a civilisation with a con-
tinuous cultural thread that embraces
diversity and tolerance.”

He condemned the uncritical adop-
tion of Western concepts without consi-
dering India’s unique societal structure

and needs. Besides, he advocated for mo-

derneducation torealign with the essen-

ceof India. “Spirituality holdsthe key to
unlock infinite progress,” added Gopal.
“Western education breeds cut-throat
competition, fracturing society and iso-
lating individuals, leading to crises like
wars and climate change.”

The RSS ideologue contrasted this
with Indian spirituality, which “doesn’t
elevate humans to exploit everyt-
hing for their consumption. This
philosophy holds immense potenti-
al to create the change the world ne-
eds”. Tosupport his claims, he poin-
ted to India’s history of “deep tho-
J ught and scholarly tradition,” ci-
tingrenowned universities like Nalanda
and Takshila. He advocated for revisi-
ting these exemplary education models
that attracted students worldwide.

Gopal acknowledged India's pro-
gress in education and social develop-
ment since independence, highlighting
how the nation defied predictions of do-
om and sectarian conflict. “We stand to-
day as a beacon of hope,” Gopal conclu-
ded. “Inheritinganation with low litera-
cy rates, we have produced students who
excel globally.”
