Lucknow: Facing severe fi-
nancial crunch for the past
many years, Lucknow Uni-
versity successfully increa-
sed its revenue by 70% in the
last four financial sessions
by tapping sources like in-
creased enrollment of fore-
ign students, restructuring
its traditional courses, mo-
netizing its Youtube channel
and others.

Of all the expen-
ditures, the biggest is salary
expenditure, followed by ma-
intenance which includes
electricity, cleanliness of
campus and others and then
is essential academic expen-
diture which includes main-
tenance of laboratories etc,”
said VC.

He said that of these ex-
penditures some expenses
are met from whatever grant
we get from the state govern-
ment, central and state go-
vernment research and
other schemes while to meet
the remaining expenses we
took several innovative steps
to increase our revenue.

eters for the grant. In all, UP
universitiesreceived themax-
imum grant of Rs 740 crore,.
“Only around half a dozen
universities in the country se-
cured over 550 score in PM-
USHA and its elating that LU

scored the highest 585,” said
LU vice-chancellor Prof Alok
Kumar Rai, while making it
clear that it is not so that the
LU will get the entire Rs 100
crore in one go. “This fund is
spanned over a few years and
will be given in parts once we
complete the project submit-
ted and present usage of the
sanctioned amount for the re-
spective project,” said the VC.

For
Indian BA student, we get a
fee of around Rs 5,000 butif a
foreign student enrolls in
our undergraduate course
we get 1,000 dollars. Similar-
ly, for postgraduate and PhD
we get 2,000 and 2500 dollars
respectively,” said Rai.

“We began writing and
notifying embassies about
our admission, and as a re-
sult, we received 1,462 appli-
cations from foreign stu-
dents from 76 countries, hel-
ping us to increase our reve-
nue,” said Rai.

He said that similarly we
also tapped into other smal-
ler yet important sources of
income like monetization of
our Youtube channel, pus-
hingourteacherstoget rese-
arch grants, restructuring
of our traditional courses.

leased gradually for

multi-disciplinary re-
search, development of insti-
tutionsand others.”

“Also, this money cannot
be used for our routine ex-
penditures. It is only for capi-
tal expenditure not for recur-
ringexpenditure. Forexamp-
le, the revamp of teachers’
accommodation which is in
poor condition can be done
once, while its routine main-
tenance will be done from
University funds,” the VC ad-
ded.

According to university
officials, this much-needed
grant will help LU enhance
its academic infrastructure,
research capabilities, and
overall educational ecosys-
tem. This financial aid by the
central government will help
LU, which has over 100 years
old infrastructure, to upgra-
de its laboratories, moderni-
ze classrooms, foster innova-
tion hubs, and promote inter-
disciplinary research.

“This funding will play a
pivotal role in elevating the
University of Lucknow to
new heights of excellence. It

2023, the university faced a
deficit of Rs132.70 crore.

As per the budget appro-
ved by the finance committee
last year, LU’s estimated re-
venue was Rs 223.32 crore far
short of the Rs 356.02 crore
expenditure.

Six UP varsities secure
Rs 100 cr each funding

LUCKNOW: Uttar Pradesh has
secured Rs 740 crore under the
Pradhan Mantri Uchchatar Shik-
sha Abhiyan (PM-USHA) pro-
gramme, the highestamountin
the country, with six universities
receiving Rs 100 crore each for
the development of these institu-
tions as multi-disciplinary edu-
cation and research universities
(MERUs), while a sum of Rs 140
crore has been distributed
among eight other universities
in the state for renovating dilapi-
dated buildings.

The six UP universities to get
Rs 100 crore each under the pro-
gramme are: University of Luc-
know, Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia
Awadh University, Ayodhya,
Mahatama Jyotiba Phule Rohi-
khand University, Bareilly, Deen
Dayal Upadhyay Gorakhpur Uni-
versity, Bundelkhand University,
Jhansi and Chaudhary Charan
Singh University, Meerut.

Similarly, out of the 52 univer-
sities identified nationwide
under the strengthening of uni-
versities initiative, grants were
allocated to eight universities in
Uttar Pradesh. Dr. Bhim Rao
Ambedkar University, Agra,
Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj
University, Kanpur, Maa Sha-
kumbhari University, Saharan-
pur, and Mahatma Gandhi Kashi
Vidyapeeth, Varanasi, each
received a grant of Rs 20 crore.
Veer Bahadur Singh Purvanchal
University, Jaunpur, received Rs
19.9 crore, while Prof Rajendra
Singh (Rajju Brother) University,
Prayagraj, also got Rs 19.9 crore.
Jannayak Chandrashekhar Uni-
versity Ballia and Siddharth Uni-
versity Kapilvastu received Rs
13.38 crore and Rs 6.53 crore,
respectively.

The University of Lucknow has
