Additionally,
applicants must commit to
teaching and mentoring at the
University of Lucknow during
their stay.
Visiting researchers will have
access to state-of-the-art labo-
ratories, libraries, and other
essential research facilities. The
university will ide accom-
modation and a contingent
E;am to the visiting researchers.
scarchers are expected to
produce tangible research out-
puts, engage actively with the
academic community, and par-
ticipate in seminars and work-
shops. dppllcatmns will be
acce year-round and
sho d be submitted at least six
months prior to the proposed
residency period.
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
