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LU frames norms for
UG, PG lateral entry

Lucknow: The Lucknow
University, which is set to
become the first university
in the country to offer stu-
dents multiple and multiple
exit options under National
Education Policy (NEP)
2020, has framed itsrules for
admissionstoits UG and PG
courses through lateral ent-
ry.

Aspertherules, only stu-
dents of universities and
colleges with A+ or above
National Assessment Ac-
creditation Council (NAAC)
grade can take admission
into undergraduate and
postgraduate courses of
Lucknow University and its
affiliated colleges through
lateral entry.

The rule, however, will
not be applicable on stu-
dents of LU affiliated colle-
ges.

Also, LU will be respon-
sible for admissions via la-
teral entry to all programs
run on the university cam-
pus as well as associated/af-
filiated colleges.

LU will publish vacant
seats available in all pro-
grams on the university
campus and associated/af-
filiated colleges in semester

» If students get admitted

in diploma, UG degree, UG
honours with a research
degree, or PG degree, LU will
award marksheets & degrees
to lateral entry candidates

> Final mark sheets with
CGPA shall be prepared after
the inclusion of SGPAs of
previous yrs completed in
previous institutions

» In case of any deviation
from LU standards,
normalisation should be done
at LU level as per its rules

3, semester 5, and semester 7
of four-year undergraduate
programmes (NEP 2020)and
semester 3 of two-year post-
graduate programmes
(NEP 2020).

There will be an intra-
university and inter-univer-
sity lateral entry into UG
and PG programmes.

“While we have already
introduced multiple exits
from this academic session,
from this session we will be
offering student lateral ent-
ry in any year after the first
year of the UG or PG cour-
se,” said LU vice-chancellor
Prof Alok Kumar Rai.

Hesaid thattherearetwo
types of lateral entry: intra
and inter-university. Under
intra-university lateral ent-
ry into UG and PG program-
mes, students from govt deg-
ree colleges, govt aided col-

leges, or self-finance colle-
ges that are
associated/affiliated with
LU can also opt to seek late-
ral entry to the university
campus, other govt degree
colleges, and govt-aided col-
leges associated/affiliated
with LU.

He said all students en-
rolled with LU and moving
to different colleges within
LUwillhavetore-registeras
per the rules laid by the uni-
versity admission cell. Stu-
dents seeking admission
from other colleges of LU
shall furnish a character
certificate and personal af-
fidavit regarding no enqui-
ries pending or disciplinary
action pendingor instituted
against him/her at the time
of admission.

“Under inter-university,
students from other univer-
sities can also seek lateral
entry to university campu-
ses, govt degree colleges,
govt-aided colleges, or self-
finance colleges associa-
ted/affiliated with LU,” said
dean academics Prof Gee-
tanjali Mishra.

She said that students
from other universities and
HEIs seeking admission in
UG degrees should have be-
en enrolled in a university
orHEl havinga NAAC grade
of A+ and above/equiva-
lent, and been enrolled in a
four-year undergraduate
program, a minimum of 20
credits per semester as defi-
ned by the UGC.
