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LU to award degrees to NDA

cadets, offer lateral entry too

Lucknow: Not only Jawa-
harlal Nehru University
(JNU) and Delhi University,
but if all goes well Lucknow
University will also award
undergraduate degrees to
the National Defence Acade-
my (NDA) cadets at Khadak-
wasla in Pune.

In addition, LU’s acade-
mic experts will support the
NDA in preparing the curri-
culum in accordance with
the National Education Poli-
cy (NEP). LU will also offer
lateral entry opportunities
in a degree course to cadets
who left the training mid-
way due to medical, perso-
nal or other reasons.

An in-principle agree-
ment was recently finalised
between LUand NDA during
the convocation ceremony
of the 147th course at the
NDA. LU vice-chancellor
Prof Alok Kumar Raiwas in-
vited to deliver the convoca-
tion address to the outgoing
cadets.

“Currently, the NDA
awards degrees from Jawa-
harlal Nehru University
(JNU) in New Delhi and the
University of Delhi. The
academy is signing a Memo-
randum of Understanding
with different universities
for knowledge-sharing and
the welfare of cadets. An in-
principle agreement has be-
enmade in which cadets will
be awarded LU degrees too,”
said LU vice-chancellor
Prof Alok Kumar Rai.

Healsosaid that they will
be supporting the academy
in preparingthe curriculum
framework as per NEP. The
NDA offers BA, BSc, BCom
and BTech to its cadets and

Lucknow: The best leaders-
hip lessons can be taken
from literary texts.

“Leadership insights can
be effectively gained thro-
ugh studying literary works.
Leadership qualities, be it
having good communication
skills, being goal-oriented,
positive thinking, or others,
almost 80% of these qualiti-
es are connected with hu-
man qualities. To learn and
understand them, one needs
to read literary texts or take
the route of literature,” said

She said all successful
CEOs or leaders of top orga-
nisations are avid readers,
and literatureis partof their
everyday reading habit. For
example, all management
students will be entreprene-
urs, financial managers, hu-
man resource managers, or
others, for which they need
to collaborate. To collabora-
te, one needs to have values
like empathy, respect and
others, and it all comes thro-
ugh reading, drawing inspi-
ration, or learning from lite-
rary texts, she added.

is planning to integrate all
these courses into one and
offer only one BSc course.
LU will be sending its dean
of academics Prof Geetanja-
liMishraalongwithanother
academic expert to support
the preparation of the curri-
culum as per NEP, he added.

“Also, boarded-out cadets
of the academy would be la-
terally absorbed by LU by
way of transfer of credits
earned at the NDA. They wo-

uld then be eligible to comp-
lete their degree program-
me without losing any aca-
demic semester or year,” sa-
id Rai.

He explained that for ex-
ample if a cadet completes
one or two years of a course
but cannot complete itdue to
personal reasons or is boar-
ded out due to medical rea-
sons the cadet can complete
the remaining years of edu-
cation from LU.
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
