“T got to know that Nehruji
was visiting the citv.

So, he
said he would come some other
time to which I satirically
retorted that he had time for off-
spring of animals but not for
children of human beings. That
was when he promised to visit
the same day around noon. That
was the first time the prime min-
ister visited the university.,”

Pramod Tiwari, a former stu-
dents’ union president, said as
soon as he entered the gate, he
was reminded of a protest in
which he had participated. That
protest was led by Brijesh
Mishra ‘Saurabh’, general secre-
tary in 1989, against an order
passed by the university author-
ity asking hostellers to empty
their rooms.

“We went to the then chief
minister’s residence who heard
our plea but soon after we came
out, we were arrested for break-
ing the protocol. Saurabh had
already left with the chief minis-
ter for his office, so he could not
be arrested. But on being asked
by the cops, I informed them
about him leading to his arrest.
It is one of those memories
which remains etched in my
heart, and we still laugh at the
incident,” Tiwari said.
