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LU cancels exams
of 34 law students

Lucknow: Lucknow Uni-
versity has cancelled the ex-
aminations of 34 law stu-
dents caught cheating du-
ring the recently held even
semester exams. The action
comes after multiple cases
of malpractice were repor-
ted and confirmed by the

innersidetoavoid detection.
Others had scribbled ans-
wers on their hands, attemp-
ting to sneak glances whene-
ver possible. In several ca-
ses, students had scribbled
keypointsontheback of the-
ir admit cards with a light
shade of pencil, pretending
to check their roll numbers
during the exam.

university's flying squad.

The crackdown includes
12 students from the fourth
and sixth semesters of the
three-year LLB course, 15
from the second semester,
and 9 students from the LLB
Honours course. The univer-
sity has put the list of the af-
fected students, along with
theirrollnumbers on its offi-
cial website.

According to flying squ-
ad officials, students used
both traditional and inventi-
ve methods to cheat during
the exams. Some were
caught with tiny handwrit-
ten notes hidden in their sle-
eves, cleverly stapled on the

inside his shirt sleeve. It

was not visible at first, we
only noticed it when he rol-
led up his sleeve. Instead of
studying, hespent time plan-
ninghow tohide notes.” said
aflyingsquad official.

“Another student kept lo-
oking at his hand again and
again. When we checked, we
found answers scribbled on
his palm and between his
fingers. It was clearly plan-
ned,” the official added.

“One student hid chits
inside his socks and kept
scratching his leg to take
them out during the exam.
When we checked, we found
chits hidden in his socks,”
they said.
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
