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I would like to bring to yourattention that the All-India Survey on Higher Education
(AISHE) for the Academic Session 2024-25 was launched on 15th July 2025, with an initial
data submission deadline of 15th October 2025. However, due to a low response rate from
Higher Educational Institutions (HEIs) and. multiple requests for extensions, the deadline was
subsequently extended to 15th November 2025.

2. The AISHE survey officially closed on 15th November 2025, achieving a national
response rate of 84%. A detailed state-wise response rate is provided in Annexure-1. During
the data scrutiny process, various inaccuracies and inconsistencies have been identified, which
are docuniented in Annexure-2. It is imperative that these errors be rectified prior to the
finalization of the AISHE report.

3. Moreover, the Department has received numerous tequests from States/UTs, and HEIs
to extend the survey period for institutions that have either partially entered data or completed
it but have not yet submitted it. In light of this, we are providing all HEIs with an opportunity
to subrmt and rectify thelr data by Deccmber 24,2025, at 17:00 hours.

4. Furthermore, HEIs that have net yet part101pa’ced in AISHE may also be encouraged to
complete their submissions within the stipulated timeline. SNOs may advise HEIs to ensure
the accuracy of all information uploaded, particularly for key indicators such as: Geographlcal
coordinates (latitude/longitude), Enrolment data (including social eategories: SC/ST/OBC,

" minorities, foreign students, ete.), Approved intake (seats for first year), Teachers in position
and sanctioned strength of faculty, Scholarship information, NEP module data, Infrastructure-
related information, Financial "in'formation (including expenditure on reseatch activities)

5. I would like to emphasize the importance of prompt actlon from the institutions
regarding data submission. It is crucial that they are directed to rectify any discrepancies and
submit their data as soon as possible. To avoid any last-minute connectivity or server-related
issues, HEIs may be encouraged to upload data well before the deadline. Please note that no
furthier extensions will be granted beyond the established deadline.
