Joint Family System in India

In certain types of family, the nucleus is extended with some closely related kins and the family is called an Exteded
Family. Sometimes it is also referred as Joint Family. According to the handbook Notes and queries of Anthropology
(1874), a joint family forms when "Two or more lineally related kinsfolk of the same sex, their spouces and offsprings
occupy a single householdand are jointly subject to the same authority or single head." This means that the joint family isa
large group, extended upto two, three or more generations with lineally related members, the spouces and children. such a
joint or extended family may rest upon monogamy or polygamy but there must be a number of nuclear families linked
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together by sibling tie. Usually this kind of families includes parents, grand-parents, grand-children, uncles, aunts and
cousins.

Joint families arise and persist as the member carry out their activities in a cohesive manner under the leadership of
the eldest person of the household. Cooperation and mutual support are the main source of joint family.

Hindu joint family is the typical example of this type of family where the head of family is a male (Karta) who looks
after the affairs of the whole family. In non-literate societies aso, this sort of family exists. For example, the communities
like Santhal, Munda, Khasi, Oraon etc. arein favour of thistype of families.
