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AGREEMENT ON COOPERATION

between
Tajik National University
and
University of Lucknow

The Tajik National University, Tajikistan represented by the rector Nasriddinzoda
Emomali Sayfiddin, acting on the basis of the Charter, on the one hand, and University of
Lucknow, India represented by the Vice Chancellor, University of Lucknow, India, acting
on the basis of the Charter, on the other hand, hereinafter referred to as the "Parties”, and

individually - the "Party", agreed on as follows:

1. THE SUBJECT OF THE AGREEMENT

I.1. The subject of the Agreement is the cooperation of the Parties in the field of education
and science, promoting the effective functioning of higher and postgraduate education
systems, as well as innovative and scientific and technical cooperation in the
implementation of joint programs of scientific research and technical development,
including the exchange of leading scientists, graduate students, undergraduates, students in

purposes:
— improving the efficiency of the educational process based on modern technologies

and teaching aids;
— organization of scientific internships for teachers, researchers, doctoral

students, undergraduates;

— organization of joint conferences, seminars, symposia with the involvement
of interested partners and participation in their work;

— publication of joint results of scientific research in domestic and foreign
scientific journals;

- exchange of students to perform various types of teaching load, including
educational and industrial practices;

— promotion of information about the activities of the Parties;

— exchange of experience and results of work in the innovation and scientific

and technical fields of activity;

— promotion and dissemination of developments;

— promoting the integration of international scientific and other organizations
| operating in the field of education into the scientific and technical space through the
| transfer of scientific and educational technologies;

| — implementation of fundamental and applied research in the innovative, scientific,
technical and educational fields of activity;

— scientific and methodological support of projects and expert activities;

, — development of innovative models for the development of the system of

| additional professional education;

— exchange of experience and results in educational and research fields of activity;

— implementation of activities aimed at the development of innovations, including
patent activities and technology transfer;

— implementation of international research projects and grants from various
sources of funding in areas of mutual interest;
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— active cooperation in other areas of activity agreed by the Parties.
1.2. The forms of joint events are: symposiums, seminars, conferences, round tables,
advanced training and professional retraining courses, master classes, professional
internships, implementation of joint research projects.

2. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

2.1. The Parties undertake to combine their efforts and act jointly without forming a legal
entity in the field of educational, scientific and innovative activities, scientific research
and high technology business.

2.2. The Parties have the right to enter into legal relations, both among themselves anq with
third parties, aimed at interaction and coordination of the efforts of the Parties to

achieve the goals provided for in clause 1.1. actual agreement.
2.3. This Agreement does not impose financial obligations on the signatory Parties.

2.4. All activities under the Agreement are carried out on a gratuitous and paid basis
between the Parties and are not confirmed (or are confirmed) by certificates of work

performed.

2.5. By agreement of the Parties, individual works (services) may be paid. In this case, the
Parties shall draw up a separate agreement (contract).

2.6. The Parties shall interact within the framework of applicable laws on the principles of
voluntariness, openness and parity of the Parties.

2.7. Under this Agreement, the Parties have the right to place advertising and informational
booklets, to inform the business community about the joint activities of the Parties.

2.8. Under this Agreement, the Parties do not have the right to use the image, reputation,
and symbols of each other in order to obtain material benefits for one of the Parties

without an appropriate agreement between the Parties.

2.9. The Parties undertake to inform each other about the implementation of joint activities
under this Agreement.

2.10. The Parties undertake to maintain the confidentiality of information that has become
known in connection with the execution of this Agreement.

2.11. The Parties shall not be liable for failure to fulfill the terms of this Agreement caused
by the failure of one of the Parties to provide the requested documents and (or)
information.

3. DISPUTES RESOLUTION

3.1. The Parties will take all measures to resolve disputes and disagreements that may arise
under this Agreement through negotiations and consultations.

4. OWNERSHIP OF INFORMATION AND THE RESULTS OF THE
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE AGREEMENT

4.1. Each of the Parties retains the right of intellectual property, which it possessed before
signing this Agreement. Ownership of materials, information and results obtained
during the implementation of this Agreement must be agreed in advance by the Parties
and properly executed.

5. FINAL PROVISIONS
5.1. The Agreement comes into force from the moment of its signing by the Parties and is

valid indefinitely.
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5.2. The Agreement may be amended or terminated by agreement of the Parties at any time.
The Party notifies the other Party of the decision to terminate the Agreement by an
official letter not later than one month before the expiration of the Agreement.

5.3. The conclusion of this Agreement and the provision of services under it is not an
obstacle to the conclusion by the Parties of other agreements, and also does not exclude
the possibility of such agreements between the Parties with other institutions and
organizations on the subject provided for in clause 1.1. actual agreement.

5.4. Additional agreements to the Agreement are concluded in writing, are its integral parts
and come into effect from the moment of signing by the Parties.

6. FINANCING

6.1. Each of the Parties shall bear all costs associated with the implementation and
implementation of joint projects in accordance with the terms of the signed agreements.
Expenses related to business trips and stay of the executors fulfilling the Agreement are

determined by the Parties in working order.

7. OTHER TERMS

7.1. The Parties are not entitled to transfer their rights and obligations under this
Agreement to third parties without the written consent of each other.

7.2. All current correspondence during the implementation of this Agreement will be
carried out in writing by mail or e-mail.

7.3. This Agreement is made in two copies in Russian, having equal legal force, one copy
for each of the Parties.
